Installing the Wire Harness

Loading the Spreader
Important: Use only dry materials such as salt, sand,
sand/salt, or cinder/salt mixes in the spreader. Other
materials could damage the machine.

The density of materials you load into the spreader varies
and therefore so will the amount of a given material that the
spreader can carry before it reaches the maximum load.

4. Fill the spreader evenly with your material, making sure
not to fill past the top of the hopper.
