Operation
• Read the Owner’s Manual before operating or

servicing the spreader.
• Never put any part of your body between the

spreader and the vehicle.
• Overloading the spreader could result in

an accident or damage. Never exceed the
gross-vehicle-weight rating (GVWR).

• This spreader is restricted to the use of salt only.
Do not run other materials through the spreader.

• Do not attempt to mount or remove the spreader
with material in it.

• Turn the spreader off before filling, mounting,
removing, servicing, or cleaning it.

• Never operate the spreader within 7.6 m (25 ft)
of bystanders.

• Do not climb into or ride on the spreader.
• Keep your hands, feet, and clothing away from

moving parts and mounting points.
• When transporting the spreader, ensure that it is

properly secured. Instructions are available at
www.bossplow.com.

• Do not store material in the hopper.

Controller
The spreader controller lets you operate your spreader
and displays information about your machine.

• Power button—turns the spreader controller and
spinner motor on or off. Press once to turn the
controller on. Press again to turn the spinner motor
on or off. Hold the button to turn the controller off.

• Fast button—increases the spinner motor speed
• Slow button—decreases the spinner motor speed

Removing the Spreader
1. Disconnect the spreader wire harness.
2. Ensure that all material has been emptied from

the spreader.
3. Pull back and lock the latch pin.

Important: Hold the spreader in place when
unlocking the latch pin.

Loading the Spreader
Important: Use only bag or bulk salt in the
spreader. Other materials could cause damage to
the machine.
1. Ensure that the spreader is securely mounted to

your machine and is not over slippery or uneven
terrain.

2. Open the hopper cover.
3. Determine the amount of material that you

can safely transport in your spreader; refer to
Specifications (page 9).

4. Place the bag of material on the edge of the
hopper and open the top. Carefully pour the
contents into the hopper.

Note: Have 2 people lift bags weighing more
than 18 kg (40 lb).

5. Close and secure the hopper cover.

Operating the Spreader
1. Start the machine.
2. Turn on the spreader.
3. Set your desired spinner motor speed.

Note: The spinner motor speed determines
how far and how densely the material is spread.
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Slow speeds spread material close and densely.
Fast speeds spread material far and thinly.

4. Drive at a consistent speed as you spread
material.

5. When you are finished spreading, turn the
spreader off.

Freeing a Clog
If the clog is not cleared automatically, turn off the
machine, disconnect the spreader wire harness, and
manually free the clog.

Adjusting the Material
Deflectors
1. Turn the material deflector knob counter

clockwise to loosen the material deflector.
2. Slide the material deflector into the desired

position.
3. Turn the material deflector knob clockwise to

tighten the material deflector.

Unloading the Spreader
1. Position the spreader in the area where you

want to deposit the material.
2. Turn on the spreader controller and run the

spreader until the hopper is empty.

Cleaning the Spreader
Service Interval: Before each use or daily—Clean

the spreader.

Important: Do not use water to clean the
spreader.

Use compressed air to clear debris and materials from
the spreader and hopper.
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Troubleshooting
Problem Possible Cause Corrective Action

1. The controller is not plugged into the
wire harness.

1. Plug in the controller.

2. The electrical system is damaged. 2. Contact your authorized BOSS dealer.

The controller has no power.

3. A fuse is blown. 3. Replace the fuse.

1. The spreader and vehicle wire
harnesses are not connected.

1. Connect the wire harnesses.The spreader motor does not work.

2. The controller is not plugged into the
wire harness.

2. Plug in the controller.

Material is spreading too fast. 1. The feed gate is open too much. 1. Move the feed gate lever to the
appropriate setting.

1. The spinner disk is stuck. 1. Refer to the Freeing a Clog section.

2. The spinner shaft is bent. 2. Inspect the spinner shaft and replace
it if damaged.

2 LED’s on the controller are flashing.

3. The spinner disk is contacting the
material deflector.

3. Clean off the material deflector.

1. There is a short between the controller
and the spreader.

1. Check the wire harness between the
spreader and controller. Repair or
replace it if damaged.

3 LED’s on the controller are flashing.

2. The spinner motor has an internal
short.

2. Replace the spinner motor.

1. The spreader is not connected to the
controller.

1. Connect the spreader to the controller.

2. The connection between the spreader
and controller connectors is bad.

2. Clean the connectors.

4 LED’s on the controller are flashing.

3. The spreader or controller are
connected to the wrong wire harness
connectors.

3. Ensure that the spreader and controller
are connected to the correct wire
harness connectors.

5 LED’s on the controller are flashing. 1. The battery voltage is low. 1. Increase the engine rpm and turn the
controller off then on again. If the
problem persists, turn off the vehicle
pump, lights, vibrator, and spreader,
increase the engine rpm, and let the
machine run for several minutes.
Check the voltage until your volt meter
reads 12 V, then turn the controller off
then on again.

6 LED’s on the controller are flashing. 1. The voltage regulator is bad. 1. Replace the voltage regulator.

7 LED’s on the controller are flashing. 1. The controller is overheating. 1. Turn the controller off until it cools
down.
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
